 Shivah call for lone soldier who passed away today (11/16)

 “Yom Keif” for displaced families in Jerusalem: Trampoline park + dinner 

Day- Wednesday 

 Prayers in hotel with Sephardic Trip 
 Breakfast in hotel 
 Food packing in Ashdod for families in need due to war 
 Lunch and buy dried fruit from local purveyor 
 Delivery of food packages in Ashkelon  
 Visit police station in Sderot, bring pizza for lunch 
 Visit Be’eri and Kefar Aza (if accessible) 
 BBQ on an IDF base on the way back to Jerusalem 

Thursday (Thanksgiving)- 

 Prayers in hotel with Sephardic Trip 
 Volunteer on a farm (currently a big need in Israel) 
 Tel HaShomer Hospital (or hospital in jlm) for bikur holim 
 Hotel, shower 
 Thanksgiving Dinner with lone soldiers! We will be helping to set up the venue, 

serve food, greet soldiers, and clean up at the end.

 Minyan in Hotel 
 Mitzpeh Yericho – visit Rav Achiyah 
 Tour of Mitzpeh with their Kitat Konenut 

 Shuk + buying food for Oneg Shabbat

the Nova massacre
